Hair must be clipped neatly with black / dark
blue clips above the forehead.

One pair of silver round ear studs or one pair
of colourless ear sticks are allowed on the
centre of the earlobe.

Hair must be kept neat and tidy.

Long / shoulder length hair must be tied in a
ponytail with only black or dark blue hair
accessories. 1

Do not tint or colour your hair.

School badge must be worn at all times on the
left at the chest level.

Nametag must be worn at all times below the
school badge.

Sleeves must not be rolled up.

Belt must be worn at the waist (i.e. not loosely)
at all times, together with the uniform.

Accessories such as bangles / chains / rings {
are not allowed to be worn at all times.

Tunic must be knee-length.

Only white canvas / running / cross-training
shoes are allowed.

5-toe / futsal / basketball / court shoes /
sneakers / loafers are not allowed.

PERSONAL GROOMING GUIDELINES FOR FEMALE STUDENTS (HALF-UNIFORM)

Hair must be kept neat and tidy.

Long / shoulder length hair must be tied in a
ponytail with only black or dark blue hair
accessories.

School badge must be worn at all times on the
left at the chest level.

Nametag must be womn at all times below the
school badge.

Nametag must be worn at all times above the
school crest.

T-shirt must be neatly tucked in at all times.

Belt must be worn at the waist (i.e. not
loosely) at all times, together with the uniform.

Tunic must be knee-length.

ATTIRE & GROOMING - MALE STUDENT

Hairstyle:

Fringe must be above eyebrows. Outlandish
hairstyles, including spiky hairstyles, are not
allowed. Do not tint or colour your hair.

Boys must be clean-shaven at all times.
Moustaches, beards and other forms of facial
hair are not allowed.

Hairstyle:

1) Hair must be kept short and neat.

2) Hair must be above the collar, sloped at the
back and above the eyebrows.

3) Hair must not touch the ears and sideburns
must be above the middle part of the ear.

4) Hair must not be shaven at the sides.

School badge must be worn at all times on the
left at the chest level.

Nametag must be worn at all times below the
school badge.

Sleeves must not be rolled up.

Shirt must be neatly tucked in at all times.
